C. Staff will evaluate the submittals. If necessary, a shortlist of firms will be notified for follow-up interviews.
D. The City of Kemah reserves the right to reject or accept any proposal or to waive any irregularities in any proposal deemed to be in the best interest of the City of Kemah. The City of Kemah reserves the right to negotiate with any or all firms submitting proposals.

4. PREPARATION OF PROPOSALS: All proposals for the work shall be made only on the Proposal/Specifications form attached to this Request for Proposals and may include attachments. An authorized official must sign all proposals. Proposals that contain omissions, erasures, alterations, additions, conditional or alternate bids, or any irregularities of any kind may be rejected. Bidders must provide at least two references for similar types of work on a separate sheet of paper attached to their proposal. Bidders are advised to carefully review the Specifications and attach the additional items required with their proposal.
5. ALTERNATE / MULTIPLE PROPOSALS: It is not the desire or intent of the city to eliminate or exclude any company from submitting a proposal because of minor deviations or changes that may be deemed an improvement to the level of service provided.
6. BASIS OF AWARD: The City of Kemah is seeking a qualified company to solicit proposals from qualified manufacturers and authorized dealers for the supply, testing, and delivery of body armor (soft armor and hard plates as applicable) for sworn law enforcement officers of the Kemah Police Department. The successful bidder shall provide demonstrated competence in required protection levels for soft armor (e.g., HG1/HG2 or II/IIIA equivalent) and rifle protection (e.g., RF1/RF2/RF3 or III/IV equivalents) as applicable to agency needs, fixed price quotations per bidding instructions, and Item #9 Qualifications of Proposing Contractor, below. 
Generally, the contract award shall be made to the qualified bidder based on the best
combination of overall lowest rates and level of service, as determined by the City to provide the best combination of price and value to the City. Other factors, such as quality and quantity of work, will also be considered when awarding the contract.
The City of Kemah reserves the right to reject or accept any proposal, in whole or part, or to waive any irregularities in any proposal deemed to be in the best interest of the City of Kemah.
7. INSURANCE: The selected contractor shall procure and maintain during the life of this agreement insurance of the types and minimum amounts as follows:
a. Workman’s Compensation Insurance as required by laws and regulations applicable to and covering employees of Contract engaged in the performance of the work under this agreement;
b. Employers Liability Insurance protecting contractor against common law liability, in the absence of statutory liability, for employee bodily injury arising out of the master-servant relationship with a limit of not less than $1,000,000;
c. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance including products/completed operation with limits of liability of not less than: Bodily Injury $1,000,000 per each person, $1,000,000 per each occurrence/aggregate; Property Damage $1,000,000 per each occurrence; and
d. Excess Liability Insurance, Comprehensive General Liability, Comprehensive Automobile Liability, and coverages afforded by the policies above, with the minimum limits of $2,000,000 excess of specified limits.
Certificates evidencing such insurance shall be furnished to the City before the selected contractor commencing the work. Companies affording coverage and the producer of the certificate of insurance shall be licensed with the State Board of Insurance to do business in the State of Texas.
8. INDEMNIFICATION: If this Proposal is accepted, the Contractor proposes and agrees that the Contractor shall indemnify, save harmless, and defend the City against all damages, liability, claims, losses, and expenses (including attorneys' fees) that may arise, or be alleged to have arisen, out of or in connection with Contractor’s performance of, or failure to perform, the Work or any part thereof.
9. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS: The Work, and all of its components, shall be provided, performed, and completed in compliance with, and the Contractor agrees to be bound by, all applicable federal, state, and local laws, orders, rules, and regulations, as they may be modified or amended from time to time, any statutes prohibiting discrimination because of, or requiring affirmative action based on, race, creed, color, national origin, age, sex, or other prohibited classification; and any statutes regarding safety or the performance of the Work.





10. QUALIFICATIONS OF PROPOSING CONTRACTOR: The prospective Contractor must be satisfactory to the City in experience, length of time in business, reliability, and demonstrated ability to provide the services required by the specifications. The contractor must satisfy the following requirements:
a. Maintain a permanent place of business;
b. Have adequately trained personnel and equipment to perform the services expeditiously and competently;
c. Have satisfactorily furnished services of similar size and scope for a period of at least twelve (12) months; and
d. Provide no less than two (2) references for services of similar size and scope.

11. EXECUTION OF CONTRACT/CONTRACTOR STATUS: The successful Contractor shall execute a Contract document with the Scope of Services specified, associated cost to provide services and furnish the necessary insurance certificates upon execution of the contract.
12. INVOICE/PAYMENT: Invoices shall be submitted to the Finance Director, City of Kemah 1401 Hwy 146 Kemah TX 77565-3002.
13. TAX EXEMPTION: The City of Kemah is a municipal corporation exempt from applicable State and local taxes on the purchase and delivery of supplies directly to the City.
14. CANCELLATION: The City of Kemah reserves the right to terminate the services, with or without cause, at any time during the Contract term upon receipt of a 30-day written notice to the Contractor.
15. DEFAULT: In the case of the Contractor’s default, the City reserves the right to terminate the Contract and purchase similar services in the open market, charging against the Contractor any excess costs the City incurs.

· Tagging/serial-numbering of each panel and plate for inventory tracking.

· NIJ test reports and certification for each model/lot delivered.

· Manufacturer warranty documentation and service/repair procedures.

· Training session (on-site or virtual) covering proper wear, inspection, cleaning, and replacement criteria.

· Delivery, acceptance testing, and transfer of ownership paperwork.
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
